This land has great solar potential and is ideal for lovers of the 
outdoors or those just wanting a place to get off the grid from time to time.  Enjoy year-round 
recreation such as hiking, biking, horseback riding, hunting, motocross, and more on this 
property and the surrounding public land.  At approximately 4000 feet in elevation this land will 
likely receive some snow every year so enjoy cross country skiing, snow shoeing, or 
snowmobiles.  Or if you’re a farmer at heart then cultivate truffles, shitake, or other 
mushrooms.
